The strange part about this spill is that one instant | was motoring along quickly and going hard into
a left turn , a car coming out ahead on my righen | heard this horrible noise like metal scraping
along the road to my left. | looked in that direction and saw my bike sliding along backwards ,on its
side, overtaking me. | then realized that | was laying on my back sliding in the same dagthien
bike. | put my feet on the road and was immediately catapulted upright and still going fast. | took a
couple of 20 foot steps before | landed flat on my stomach and slid to a halt a second or so later. |



saw a cloud of dust where the bikeent straight on and over the side of the road and about 10
feet down.

Luckily that was on the leftside of the now right hander and not on the water side.
